• Miscellaneous other duties and responsibilities as assigned.

• Requires a Bachelor’s degree in one of the natural sciences or education. 

• Classroom teaching experience preferred. 

• Experience working with children - a variety of ages and diverse backgrounds. 

• Ability and willingness to work outdoors despite extremely sunny, hot or rainy conditions. 

• Experience working with animals a plus. 

• Effective communication and interpersonal skills. 
• Able to work in teams, as well as independently.
